Although in some parts the region is called
Hamavaran and in others, Yemen, it refers to a united territory which
extends from east of the Tigris to the coasts of Arabia, Oman, Yemen
and Sham (modern Syria). Zahak was supposed to have been a native,
grandchild of a black—eyed Div called Zangyab, who oppressed Iran
for many years. Fereydoon had married his sons to Yemeni princesses,
and the rulers of Yemen fought side by side with him and Keikhosro.
In the Naghshe Rostam inscription in Fars, Oman and Yemen are
introduced as a part of one of the Iranian states, and during the
Sassanid period it was the Iranian base of operations for fighting
against Byzantium and maintaining the maritime supremacy of Iran.
The people of Abyssinia, tired of black domination, entreat the help of
the Iranian king, Khosro Anooshirvan, and Sassanid cavalry, aboard
oceangoing ships, reach the shores of Yemen, Sassanid generals
become the rulers of Yemen, and their children are considered a noble
race over there, and instigate new civil and military systems.

The word tanz has been present in the past history of Farsi; however, it
is not long that this word has turned into a literary term, and soon after
became a frequent word in everyday language. Nevertheless, the
manner and the approximate date that this word entered the glossary of
Persian literary terms have been ignored in most of the related
researches. In order to come up with a solution to this problem, first,
we have reviewed the definitions of fanz in dictionaries to show the
need for a new definition for this word based upon its current meaning
and, also, its usage as a technical term. Next, we have turned to the
main subject of this paper—searching for the date and manner this
word appeared in Persian literary terminology. The results reveal that
the word has been chosen as an equivalent for foreign literary terms
and its actual presence dates, at most, to some four decades ago.

Reading of the Lamiyye Ode

To research a poet about whose life there is little information does not seem to
be easy, especially since in the few researches already done, there are
differences and sometimes contradictions between the opinions of the
researchers who have expanded the range of Kasaei’s lifetime from the
Ghaznavids to the Samanids and his religious affiliations between eulogy of
Abbasids to the Shiite Imams.

Apparently, researchers like Brown, FEthe, Rypka, Mirzayef, Nafisi,
Derakhshan, and others—who have researched Kasaei—were affected by Ufi and
his book Lobabol-Albab, and an inaccurate reading of the first distich of the
Lamiyye Ode. This resulted in their missing the fact of Kasaei’s
contemporaneity with Rudaki. .While if we interpret the life of Kasaei with a
new understanding of this distich, many of contradictions of his life will
disappear.

Contemporaneity of Rudaki and Kasaei, Kasaei’s eulogy for Otba, writing
Mangebat Ode after his fiftieth year, the fact that Kasaei and Mahmud
Ghaznavi never met, disappearance of poetic epistle between Kasaei and Naser
Khosrow, and perhaps attributing an ode to Kasaei which might have been
written in consequence of Rudaki’s famous ode, are some of the results of this
new understanding of Kasaei’s ode.

The position of Kasaei Marvazi and his role as a pioneer in Persian literature and
the ambiguities and contradictions of his life, define the importance and necessity
of this research. The author wants to highlight some ambiguities about the life and
poetry of Kasaei and, to acquire some new results by examining the connections
between Kasaei and historical figures and poetry of his time.

Khaghani’s poetical works is one of the most ambiguous poetical
books in Persian literature.

Captivity in his hometown also lead to his hopeless, ambitious soul to
nightly travel the boundless heavens and earthly psychological
consolers. Intermingling with politicians also influenced his language
towards caution, generalization, and conservatism.
